SANTA CRUZ, Calif. In
areas near the epicenter of Califor-
nia's massive quake, the earth rum-
bied violently, stunning even quake
veterans and turning everyday life
upside down in a matter u‘I'

At least five people died in
Santa Cruz and areas,
said Dinah Phillips, the county’s
emergency services coordinator.

Early reports conflicted, but the
6.9 quake appeared centered on the
San Andreas fault, about 10 miles
northeast of Santa Cruz, near Lake
Elsman. Santa Cruz is about 60
miles south of San Francisco,

Police patrolled for looters in the
historic downtown district today
and hundreds of people who spent
the night in shelters faced homes
and businesses destroyed by the
earthquake centered near here.

The quake's destructive energy
tore into Santa Cruz and streaked
up into the Santa Cruz Mountains
and down to the Hollister area, 40
miles 1o the southwesl.
